Medical Training Agreement
REFERENCE:  AR 351-3, paragraph 4-7

A medical training agreement is used to create an agreement between Madigan and a civilian institution to send residents outside Madigan for training (elective or mandatory rotations).
Residents cannot participate at a civilian institution until a medical training agreement has 1) Been approved by the Graduate Medical Education Committee and 2) The agreement has been signed by all parties involved.

The process to establish an agreement is:

1.  Complete the attached Medical Training Agreement Worksheet.  Worksheet must be completed and sent to Penny Preston, at penny.preston@us.army.mil, for processing.
2.  Establishment of this agreement must be presented before the Graduate Medical Education Committee in person by the program director.  Committee meets the first Thursday of every month in the Richmond Conference Room at 1330.

3.  Individuals may not rotate at institution until agreement has been signed by all parties.  It takes approximately two months for an agreement to be completed.

4.  All residents must also be on some form of written orders (TDY or local military) for all rotations performed outside of Madigan.
