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ICD-9-CM CHANGES FOR FY 2008 

 
 
The National Center of Health Statistics (NCHS) and the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services (CMS) have approved changes to ICD-9-CM diagnosis and procedure codes for October 1, 
2007 (FY 2008, Version 25).  The proposed code additions, deletions and revisions are published in 
Tables 6A through 6F of the May 3, 2007 Federal Register and are summarized below.
