6. If Specify is the only item in the list, you have two options for
assigning voice commands:

� Click Specify and type the exact name of the voice command you
want to assign to the button, or

� Exit the Options dialog box and use the voice command you want to
assign (for example, use the command in DragonPad; then just
close the application since you don�t need to keep it). Then re-open
the Options box; the voice command now appears on the User
Commands list.

Some applications or particular windows in applications might not support
dictation or voice commands. In this situation, the Select-and-Say
Indicator is gray rather than green and the Message Area displays a
message stating that you are dictating into a non-standard window. When
you see that message, you should use the Dictation Box to receive your
new dictation or to revise misrecognized text.

To open the Dictation Box, on the DragonBar select Tools > Dictation
Box or say �Show Dictation Box.�

If you have difficulty adding text in an EMR or other application:

1. Place your cursor in the active application window or document where
you want the text to appear.

2. With your microphone turned on, say �Show Dictation Box.� The
Dictation Box opens.

3. Dictate into the Dictation Box, making edits as necessary.
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4. When you have finished dictating, click the Transfer button (or say
�Transfer�). Dragon Medical automatically transfers recognized text
to the window of the application you were using when you opened the
Dictation Box.

If you have difficulty revising selected text in an EMR or other
application:

1. In an active application window or document, highlight the text you
want to revise.

2. With your microphone turned on, say �Edit Selection.�

The Dictation Box opens, displaying the previously selected text.

3. When you have finished revising the text, say �Transfer.�

Dragon Medical automatically transfers the corrected text to the
window of the application you were using when you opened the
Dictation Box.

In Hidden mode, the Dictation Box is active but does not appear, allowing
you to navigate within your application. While in Hidden mode, the
dictated text is added to the Dictation Box regardless of the cursor location
and focus. Then, with your cursor in your EMR application, for example,
use the �Transfer Text� voice command to paste the text from the
Dictation Box into your application.

Depending upon the settings in Tools > Options on the Dictation Box tab,
the Dictation Box can always be visible or always be hidden:

� Always visible: The Dictation Box appears on the screen when it
starts.

� Always hidden: The Dictation Box starts in Hidden mode. In this
mode, the Dictation Box is active but does not appear. In Hidden
mode, all dictated text is added to the Dictation Box regardless of
where you place the cursor, allowing a healthcare provider to browse an
EMR or (in radiology) a PACS-RIS system while dictating.

Use any of the following methods to place the Dictation Box into the
Hidden mode:

� Use the voice command �Hidden Mode On� to hide the Dictation
Box.

� Start the Dictation Box and select Words > Hidden Mode from the
DragonBar.

Use any of the following methods to place the Dictation Box into the
visible mode (when it is hidden):

� Use the voice command �Show Dictation Box�

� From the DragonBar, click Tools > Dictation Box.

� From the DragonBar, click Words > Normal Mode.

Tip: For more information about dictating in Hidden mode, open the
Dragon Medical online help, click the Index tab, and type the words
hidden mode to see a list of topics on the subject.

In some cases, providers might need multiple dictation sources
(microphone devices). For example, a provider with a roaming profile may
benefit from adding a new source. By adding a source to an existing
provider user profile, the provider still has access to any commands they
created, and any words that they added to their vocabulary.

To add a new source to a provider�s user profile:

1. Make sure the new microphone is installed and plugged in to your
computer.

2. From the DragonBar, click Dragon > Open User.

3. Select the user for whom you want to add a source.

4. Click Source > New. The New Dictation Source dialog box opens.

5. From the Dictation Source drop-down list, select a new source.
(Depending on your computer�s configuration, the contents of this
source list might vary.)

6. Choose None for the Initial Training type.

Dragon Medical uses one of its 14 vocabularies for each provider, based on the specialty choice. If a provider�s 
specialty choices fall under the same vocabulary (for example, Internal Medicine and Nephrology both fall under
the General Practice vocabulary), it might not be necessary to add a vocabulary. Experiment by dictating reports for
each of the specialties and examining the results for dictation errors.

Use the following table to help determine whether to add a new vocabulary for a provider.

Note: In some cases, the specialty name and its associated vocabulary might not seem logical (for
example, Ophthalmology falling under ObGyn). However, the specialties are associated with the
vocabulary that contains the greatest number of words common to both.
